Limits to Simultaneous Operation

-The UB-TB80 series can detect up to 3 spots at the same time. Touching more than 3 spots at the same time can result in erroneous operation.

-During operation, avoid touching spots other than where you are working. The UB-T880 series detects where the board is touched. Erroneous operation can occur in the following situations:
-Performing operations while leaving your hand on the screen board.
-Performing operations with your finger while another part of your hand is touching the screen board.
-Performmioperations while the hand that was holding the pen is still touching the screen board.

-Do not touch a spot that is close to where you are operating. If you touch a spot that is close to where you are operating, it might be detected as 1 spot.

-When the Electronic Pen and your finger are used simultaneously, the elite Panaboard can not recognise them separately. Wait 1 second or more when changing between your finger and the Electronic Pen. When changed in a shorter
time or when the Electronic Pen and your finger touch simultaneously, the result depends on which one the elite Panaboard recognised first.
